· Verify the description diagram and microchip number in the Passport.

· Take blood for DNA sample cards.

· Measure height and body dimensions.

· View horse for conformation type and disqualifying traits.

· Complete paperwork

· Inform Owner of the outcome.

If passed the LG PRE ANCCE authorized representative will add a sticker to the passport verifying that the horse is APTO for Basic Breeding Approval.

· The passport is returned to the owner.
Please note a failed horse can be represented again at a future date, but will not be eligible if failed for a second time.

Males    152 cms

Have a fallen Crest

Have a ewe neck

Are Monorchid or Cryptorchid
