PREAA – PROCESSING HORSES WITH LG PRE ANCCE
PREAA is now the only association in Australia for dealing with Spain for paperwork after the closure of ACPRE Australia Inc. on 4 June 2008.
LG PRE ANCCE have told us that they will not deal with owners directly – all paperwork and requests must be done through PREAA.  Paperwork, if sent directly to Spain by Australian breeders/owners, will be returned to PREAA for processing.

The following paperwork will be processed here in Australia:

· Breeder codes;

· Stallion covering certificates;

· Inscriptions; 

· Valorations (basic breeding approval – APTO) 
· ownership cards 
· blood cards/ DNA profiling requests

· ownership transfers/leases

All forms for services are available on the webpage, or please contact the office to have them sent out to you if you cannot download them.
BREEDER CODE REQUESTS
There are two types of breeder codes: owner-only, or breeder.  The owner-only ones are cheaper, however if you decide to breed from your horse, you will need to pay for a breeder code as a “breeder” before any requests for services can be processed for you.

Use the International Application for Service form, and the code to use is 700.  Fill out the top part of the form, including the code, and sign and date it.  Do not fill out the horses you own on this form.

As this is a new application, you will also need to fill out the Initial Farm Report and put the horses that you own on it.

Price for this service:  $370 for a breeder/breeder code, or $55 for an owner/breeder code.  If you intend to breed, you will need the breeder/breeder code.
STALLION COVERING CERTIFICATES
These forms need to be requested for the breeding season that mares are covered, but can now wait until after the mares are confirmed pregnant - but definitely before the foal is born.

You cannot use any old forms that you may have, especially those issued by the Cria Caballar.  New ones must be requested.   Only stallion owners can request this service (not mare owners).

Please write to the office with the stallion’s name, and the number of forms requested for each stallion, including your payment for the forms.  Alternatively, you can do this yourself with an access code.  If you do not have your access code, please request this from the office at registrar@preaa.com.au
Cost per form:  $10 - or free if you do it yourself.
Inscriptions
Again, use the International Application for Service form.  You can put up to 10 horses on this form for the same service.  The code for this service is 103.  Fill out the top of the form, the service code, and the horse(s) names for which you are wanting inscription.  You will need to include the blue copy of the breeding and birth certificate with this form.
The birth certificate can be filled out by the owner/breeder at the birth of the foal, rather than by the vet as has been done in the past.
Once the paperwork is processed it will be sent to you to organise the ANCCE-approved vet to complete the inscription paperwork, identify the foal, insert the microchip and take blood for the DNA/parent verification.  Vet fees must be paid separately to the vet and are not included in the fee below.

The cost for inscription is $270 per horse.

VALORATIONS (BASIC BREEDING APPROVAL – APTO) 
Use the International Application for Service form – code 206.  Fill in the top section including the code.  Up to 10 horses can be included on this form for the same service.
This service is for horses that are already inscribed and are 3 years old or over.  At this stage there is no limit on the age of the horse.  For example, a 10yo (or older) that is not approved for breeding, but is eligible, can be presented as an older horse.   This will not be the case forever, so it is recommended that all horses that are eligible are done as a matter of priority so that the horse does not miss out.

The cost for this service will vary depending on the number of horses and locations of viewings.  LG PRE ANCCE have requested 1-2 locations per state, so you will have to travel horses.  The last viewing in May was $250 per horse, just to give you an idea.  It has been as high as $500 in the past, but we intend on keeping the costs to a minimum for breeders in Australia.  The cost per horse may not be known until a few weeks before the valoration trip.
OWNERSHIP CARDS 
The ownership cards are for the passports that were issued by the Cria Caballar.  The new passports issued by ANCCE will automatically have the ownership card included.  The ownership card should be kept in a separate, safe place from the passport, as it will be taken that the person holding the ownership card is the owner of the horse!  If you are travelling the horse, take the passport with you, not the ownership card.

When a horse is sold, both the seller and purchaser fill out the details on the back of the ownership card and send it in to the office.  The passport can go directly to the new owner.  The ownership card will be sent on to Spain for processing and a new card with the new owner’s details will be sent out.

The cost for an ownership card is $80 from 1 January 2009.  This will only be required for lost cards now.  We can still do a statutory declaration for horses with old, Cria Caballar issued passports, or other legal documentation.
BLOOD CARDS 
Blood cards can be requested for any horse that does not have blood held at the laboratory.  For all new inscriptions, this is done as part of the price.  For older horses, in 2008/09 this was a free service, but unfortunately this is now a paid service.  If there is a discrepancy for registration puroses, you may be required to have this done at a cost of $80.

If this is the case, again, use the International Application for Service form using code 504B
OWNERSHIP TRANSFERS
The ownership card is the proof of ownership.  For those horses that have a passport with an ownership card, or were issued a new ownership card, then the purchase and owner need to fill out the reverse and sign it. 
For those horses sold with the old Cria Caballar issued passports that have no ownership cards, you will also need to send to the office a copy of proof of ownership (receipt etc), or a document signed by both the seller and the purchaser as proof of ownership.

Use the International Application for Service form, using code 619.  Fill out the top section, the horse(s) name, and the completed, original ownership card or proof of ownership document, and the whole passport.  
Send it to the office with the fee and the card will be sent to Spain for processing and issuing a new card.
The passport will be updated with the new owner details at our office and returned to the new owner, but the signed ownership card will be posted to Spain to have a new one issued in the new owner’s name.
The cost for ownership transfer is $85

LEASES
Use the PREAA lease form.

For stallions, please fill out the above form.  The covering certificates can then be issued to the lessee, and the resulting foals can then be processed once they are born.  
For mares, do the same but when we process the inscription paperwork for the foal we will input whether the breeder is the mare owner or a lessee.
The fee for this service is $50 per horse.

Other services are available, but these are the main ones listed here.  Please contact the office for other procedures and costs for services such as exportation certificate, duplicate passports, coat colour testing, etc.
If you are unsure of your horse’s eligibility for any of these services, please contact the office on 03 5436 1181 or registrar@preaa.com.au.  There are many horses that have not been presented previously in Australia who may be eligible – this is even for older horses.  This will not be the case forever, so if you would like to pursue this, please contact us.
